Mike voluntarily became involved as the installation project officer for the postal service.  He enthusiastically jumped at the opportunity though he was very challenged to oversee the campaign for all of the post offices in Colorado Springs while he worked overtime as a mail carrier.  

While on his mail route, he met a vivacious young girl who he learned had been diagnosed with an inoperable brain tumor and was homebound as she underwent treatment.  With a bright pink bandanna on her head, and a huge smile on her face, she captured Mike's heart as she described her recent trip to Disneyland as she was mailing special handling material, syringes, back to the provider.  The trip was a dream come true for her and Mike immediately recognized that it was sponsored by a CFC charity.  Mike took this young girl’s story to heart and asked dedicated his efforts to her plight.

He hosted a pizza party in her honor at the Postal Service keyworker training.   His colleagues were captured by her spunk too and decided to dedicate the postal campaign to her.  Mike went into immediate action, preparing a short video featuring her and the many ways CFC helps. He went to every post office during stand up, and shared the video.   He also prepared flyers and posters to leave with the postal personnel along with their pledge form and charity brochure.  

The Postal Service set an aggressive goal.  This goal was more than 2 times higher than the LFCC strategic plan recommendation of 5% above last year’s receipts.  Mike did not flinch and not only delivered the goal increase of 12%, but with his dedicated leadership, the postal service exceeded the goal by an additional 6%.  The postal service raised a record $122,000.  The average gift increased by 17%.  None of the statistics were relevant to Mike.  He was dedicated to making a difference.
